Our goal is to engage students in the School of Arts and Humanities in an
intentional program of career exploration, preparation, and experience to support the evolution
of their professional lives. In support of this goal, we have developed a clear conceptual
framework and measurable student learning outcomes.

Students discover their personality traits and personal values.
e Build, Develop, Prepare
Students identify transferable skills and build career
management skills.
e Engage, Experience, Reflect
Students engage in experience-based learning and reflection.
